
evangelists. Through Run for the Son’s gifts to
Missionary Ventures, CMA has placed over 3,700
motorcycles, 5,870 bicycles, six horses, and five
boats to pastors working in ninety different coun-
tries. Over the past twenty-two
years, Run for the Son has
donated $$77,,663399,,550022 to
Missionary Ventures.

Historically, most of the vehi-
cles have gone to pastors
and evangelists planting
new churches and going into
new areas with the Gospel.
Typically they will plant a new
church and within the first year see
at least one hundred people come to Christ.
Statistics are difficult to calculate but we have seen
as many as twelve new churches being planted
with the use of one motorcycle. Run for the Son
helps these native Christian leaders expand their
outreach “to the end of the earth,” (Acts. 1:8b,
NKJV).

The Christian Motorcyclists Association is a non-
profit organization totally supported by motorcy-

clists and enthusiasts who believe in Jesus Christ,
believe in this ministry, and give sacrificial gifts of
love. Founded in 1975, CMA now has over 140,000
applicants for membership and more than 1,060
chapters chartered in the United States. CMA is
also represented in twenty-five other countries
around the world. 

The main purpose of the Christian Motorcyclists
Association is to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ
with motorcyclists. This is achieved by attending
motorcycle rallies, tours, races, etc. and conducting
worship services at these events whenever possi-
ble. Another way of reaching the lost is by going
and serving them through handing out free water
and coffee, ministering to the children, and helping
those in need. Thousands have turned to Christ
through the evangelistic ministry of CMA. 

CMA uses a portion of Run for the Son monies to
assist in the printing and distribution of multitudes
of tracts, New Testaments, the Spoke-N-Word
(Gospel of John), and paper cups with the message
of the Gospel printed on them. These cups are
used to distribute the free water and coffee at races
and rallies, with the hope of making an impact at
major events that hundreds of thousands of bikers
attend.

This percentage, used to minister to bikers in the
United States and all over the world, is specifically
used to take the Gospel to searching people in the
various ways described above. Over the past twen-
ty-two years, Run for the Son has provided fourteen
million dollars towards Home Missions, and since
2009 the funds have also gone to CMA Inter-
national to reach people all over the world.

Considered the catalyst in
accelerating worldwide evangelism, discipleship,
and church planting, the JESUS film has been trans-
lated into 1,070 languages and has been shown in
over 226 countries. Its cumulative viewing audience
numbers more than 6.3 billion with millions of
decisions being made for Christ as a result of view-
ing the film. The JESUS Film Project, a ministry of
Campus Crusade for Christ, continues to reach key
people groups worldwide by pairing emerg-
ing technologies with
unique cov-
erage strate-
gies.

Currently, for
every dollar
invested, at least ten people worldwide see the
JESUS film and one person accepts Christ. Using
these guidelines, we anticipate that approximately
62 million people have viewed the film, and about
6.2 million people have made decisions for Christ
resulting from gifts to Run for the Son! Since 1998
when this partnership in global evangelism began,
CMA has given a total of $$66,,224499,,883388 to The JESUS
Film Project.

Founded in 1955 by “Brother Andrew,” Open
Doors’ mission is to support and strengthen per-

secuted Christians around the world, mobilize
believers in America, and advocate on behalf of
those who suffer for their faith. An estimated 200
million Christians worldwide suffer interrogation,
arrest, and even death for their faith
in Christ, with another 200 to
400 million facing discrimina-
tion and alienation. One of
the greatest tools for
accomplishing this mission is
getting Bibles into the hands
of believers in the places of
the world where following
Christ is most difficult.

CMA’s partnership with Open
Doors has made a huge difference in the lives of
countless Christians.
