A relationship with God is a choice we freely make and a privilege bestowed on us, His children, by God. It
isn't a job where we act a certain way in order to collect a paycheck nor is it military service where we are fulfill-
ing an obligation. However, for our purposes let's make a simple comparison. In our jobs and in military service
one of the very first things explained is the rules.
